COVID-19
As is the new normal we ask that if your child is at all unwell, a persistent cough and/or high temperature we ask that you keep them off club until they have completely recovered – or have carried out the full 14day isolation from club.
We will be taking the temperature of your child at drop off and we ask that you stay with your child until this has taken place, if they have a high temperature they will not be able to take part for the health and safety of our athletes and coaches.
We ask that parents/carers wear a face covering during drop off/pick up times and additionally if they are in the area whilst the session is taking place. We ask that you keep 2m apart during the temperature check and registration process.
We will be asking the following questions during registration; Have you or anyone in your household had onset of a new continuous cough and/or high temperature? Have you or anyone in your household noticed a loss of or change in normal sense of taste or smell? Have you or anyone in your household had contact with Covid19 or returned recently from a country on the government isolation list? We will be asking you to sign to confirm that the answer is no to all these questions and take a contact number for track and trace purposes as per government guidelines.

PHOTOGRAPHY AND VIDEO CONSENT
Folkestone Junior Athletics Club recognises the need to ensure the welfare and safety of all young people in athletics.
In accordance with the UK Athletics child protection policy and procedures, we will not permit photographs, video or other images of children/young people to be taken without the consent of the parents/carers and children/young people.

For any personal data you provide for the purposes of your membership, FJAC is the Data Controller and is responsible for storing and otherwise processing that data in a fair, lawful, secure and transparent way.

What personal data we hold on you
You may give us information about you by filling in forms at an event or online, or by corresponding with us by phone, e-mail or otherwise. This includes information you provide when you register with the Club, subscribe to our newsletter, or participate on our website. The information you give us may include your name, date of birth, address, e-mail address, phone number and gender (Athletics Data). [We may also ask for relevant [health information, disability, other data which is classed as special category personal data.].

Why we need your personal data
The reason we need your Athletics Data is to be able to administer your membership and provide the membership services you are signing up to when you register with the club. Our lawful basis for processing your personal is that we have a contractual obligation to you as a member to provide the services you are registering for.
